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Absract- This study aims to describe the discipline behavior of children in routine activities in school in terms of parenting style in Dharma Bakti IV kindergarten. The method used is descriptive quantitative with research subjects of chlidren aged 4-6 years, totalling 48 children and 48 mothers. The instruments were used is questionaires and observation sheets. Validity of the instrument done by expert judgement and product moment analysis, the vlaidity of the instrument obtained 30 valid items from 65 items. Instrument reliablity was calculated used cronbach’s  alplha and results obtained 0,726 so that can be said that the instrument is reliable. Data obtained were processed use quantitative descriptive analysis, and the results were obtained that children who were cared by authoritarian parenting style exhibit very high discipline behavior , children who cared by permssive parenting style shows high discipline behavior and children who cared by democratic parenting style shows high discipline behavior. In addition to parenting style there are other factors than can influence early childhood discipline behavior, that is child’s psychological, teacher competence, and environment.
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I.  introduction
In this globalization science and technology are developing rapidly. Globalzation has a big influence in human life both positive or negative influences. One of negative effects of globalization in Indonesia is moral degradation, it can be seen from various cases of deviations that occured. Based data from Anti Corruption Clearing House (ACCH) [1] an increase corruption cases in Indonesia every years, investigation corruption cases in 2014 as many 80 cases, in 2015 increase to 87 cases, in 2016 increase to 96 cases, in 2017 there were 123 cases and increased in 2018 to 127 cases.

Not enough with corruption cases, nowadays there are many traffic violations. An increase traffic violations every year, 80,922,000 violations were recorded in 2016, 154,472,000 violations in 2017 and increased to 404,250,000,000 violations in 2018, and there are still many other cases of irregularities [2]. These deviations are one form of low discipline in this globalization. In overcoming the current of globalization, humans need an effort to anticipate the various influences that can be caused, one of them is by instilling discipline in children from an early age [3]. 
Early age in Indonesia is in the range of 0-6 years [4]. Early childhood is also called the golden age because children experience rapid growth and development. Bloom [5] said that 50% of the potential that humans have formed since humans were in the womb until they were 4 years old and 30% are formed in the age of 4-8 years, and the remainder is formed into adult. Human potential is formed in childhood by being influenced by life in the household and the environment. Child development will increase according to the age of children in pre-school, so education in childhood will have a positive influence on children’s development [6]. One education that can be given to children from an early age is character education which includes religious values, discipline, honesty, tolerance, hard working, independent, creative, curiosity, democratic, patriotism, national spirit, respect for achievement, peace, communicative, fond of reading, caring for the environtment,  caring socially and responsible [7]. 

Discipline is one of the values of character education that needs to be instilled in children. Discipline according to Tidjani [8] means that the behavioris done voluntary to obey the rules and regulations, obey the leader, control and attention to responsibility. Discipline is an effort self control of children eith the aim of children being able to behave according the norms and regulations that apply in family, school, and community [9]. Discipline has a various meaning. Hurlock [10] said that discipline is the behaviour of someone who voluntary learns to follow leader, in early childhood education disciplinary behavior means the behavior of children learning from parents or teachers about a useful life in the future. It can be conclued that the discipline for early childhood is the learning behavior of children from parents,teachers and the community to prepare themselves to interact with the community to fulfill their duties as social creature which there are values of obedience,voluntary, and compliance based on rules or norms that apply at home, school and in the community.

In forming a childs discipline is influenced by various factors, that is self understanding, motivation, social relations of children, parenting style and parental control [11].  Parenting style is one of things that affect the discipline behavior of children. Parenting style by parent will influence how children behave. Hetherington & Parke [12] define parenting style as an interaction with two dimensions, that is emotional connection between children and parents and the way parents control of children’s behavior. Parenting style also interpreted as an interaction between parents and children that include physical needs and non physical needs [13]. There are 4 types of parenting proposed by Baumrind[14] that is authoritarian parenting style, democratic parenting style, and permissive parenting style.

At school it will be seen how the results of parenting style by parents at home[15]. The adoption of different parenting styles will potentially affect how discipline children behave in school. School is a heterogeneus environtment where children willmeet their peers with various backgrounds. In schools, of course there are various rules that apply and must be obeyed such as being on time, cleaning up the play equipment, wearing uniforms to school, and so forth.
Based on observations made at the Dharma Bakti IV Kindergarten, several problems were encountered, including the inadequate state of school facilities and infrastructure, in addition to the habitual behavior of children carried out by each teacher also experiencing differences, this is because the operational standard procedures that are not run by teacher. The learning model in Dharma Bakti IV Kindergarten has not been implemented optimally, this is because the school is in the transition from the learning angle model to the learning center model. In addition, in routine activities there were 5-10 children out of 75 children who attended late to school, this was due to the activities of each parent's child who was different. In addition, in the ceremony, most students are able to line up neatly according to their classes, although there are still 3-7 children who are difficult to condition during the ceremony, this is because the focus of the child is diverted by parents who are still waiting for their children in school. Students in kindergarten Dharma Bakti IV are accustomed to putting bags and shoes on the shelves available in front of the center, but there are still 1-2 children in each class who sometimes put their bags and shoes on the floor, and there are still 1-3 parents who help children put down bags and shoes on the shelves available. In classroom learning activities, children are able to obey the rules of the game in a center that has been agreed with the teacher, in each class there are 8-10 children who obey the rules of the game at their initiative, 3-5 children obey the rules with one warning and there are 1-2 children who need to be reminded repeatedly by the teacher . From the results of interviews with teachers, it is known that there has been no analysis conducted by schools related to the discipline behavior of children, apart from that the teacher also wants to know the tendency of parenting but cannot yet be carried out. Based on these problems researchers are interested in researching about the discipline behavior of children in activities routine in school in terms of parenting. The purpose of this study is to describe the discipline behavior of children in routine activities in school in terms of parenting style.

II. Related Works/Literature Review 
A. Discipline
Discipline behavior is the obedience and loyalty of individuals to the arrangement of attitudes which generally take the form of daily rules or regulations [16]. Discipline for adults is certainly different from the discipline for early childhood. Discipline for early childhood is guidance by an adult to children so that children have an loyal and obedient attitude to the rules that have been set, both regulations at home, at school, and the community to form positive habits or behavior in children as an effort to improve moral quality and mentally [17]. Discipline has the goal to create the behavior of children to fit their role in society [18]. It can be concluded that discipline for early childhood means the child's learning process and guidance by an adult to create positive behavior in children in an effort to improve the mental and moral quality of the individual so that they can exercise self-control, understand and obey the rules or norms that apply in the family environment , school, or community.
B. Parenting Style
Parenting style is the interaction between children and parents as a whole to provide stimulation to children by changing behavior, building appropriate knowledge and values to independent children and optimize children's growth and development [19]. Parenting as a pattern of parental behavior towards their children is done consistently [20]. Based on the opinions above, it can be concluded that parenting is an interaction between children and parents using various techniques and methods to educate, care for, maintain, foster, lead and train children based on love in order to meet the needs of children, change children's behavior and optimize children's growth and development.

In this study, the types of parenting style are authoritarian parenting style, permissive parenting style and democratic parenting style. Parents with authoritarian parenting style always control the attitudes and behavior of children according to their standards, children must follow the rules made and if violations must be punished, parental trust in children tends to be low [21]. Parents with an authoritarian parenting style type tend to always control and evaluate each child's behavior, they have strong standards for their children and demand high obedience and respect from the child [22]. Parents with permissive parenting style tend to give freedom to children to do something, the freedom given by parents to children is considered excessive, even impressed to let the child, democratic parenting style  is more conducive than authoritarian parenting and permissive parenting, parents with parenting always provide support for every child's growth [23].
III. Material & Methodology
A. Type of Research

This research uses a quantitative appoarch with a descriptive type of research. In this styudy, researchers will describe the discipline behaor shown by children aged 4-6 years in termsof parenting style in Dharma Bakti IV kindergarten Ngebel tamantirto kasihan bantul

B. Time and place

The study was conducted in May-June 2019 at Dharma Bakti IV Kindergarten, were located in Ngebel Tamantirto Kasihan Bantul

C. Subjects

The subjects of this study were student in Dharma Bakti IV Kindergarten aged 4-6 years totalling 48 children with 48 mothers

D. Procedure

This research was conducted by observations and interviews to deepen the problem at Dharma Bakti IV Kindergarten. Next, the researchers analyzes the tendency of parenting style used by parents and observes the disciplne behavior exihibited by children in routine actvities in school. Data obtained were then analyzed used descriptive statistics.

E. Data, instruments, and Collection Technique

The data obtained in ths study in the form of  parenting tendencies used by parents, as well as scores of disciplinary behavior of children in routine activities at school. The instrument used questionaire and observation sheets. Data collection is done by giving questionnaires to parents to find out the tendency of parenting style that used and observation of disciplinary behavior of children in routine activities at school
F. Data Analysis Technique
The data analysis technique used in this study is descriptive statistics.
IV. Results and Discussion

Based on research that has been carried out it can be seen that of the 48 children who were the subjects of this study 4 of them were raised using authoritarian parenting style, 9 children were raised using permissive parenting style and 35 children were raised using democratic parenting style. There are recapitulation of parenting style tendencies at Dharma Bakti IV Kindergarten :

The results of obsevations of disciplinary behavior of children is known that 4 children with authoritarian parenting style backgrounds are in very high discipline behavior category, 9 children with permissive parenting style background are 8 in the high category and 1 child in the very high category. 35 children who cared by democratic parenting style, 2 include in the moderate category and 15 in the very high category. Recapitulation of the level  of discipline for children in routine activities can be seen in the following table:

Family is the first time for children to get an education, so parenting style by parents will be infulence their behavior. From the observed in Dharma Bakti IV Kindergarten, we know that children’s dicipline in routine activity in the school showed in different level. There are children who accustomed to followed the ruler, but there are children who wont follow the ruler.


Hoffman [24] said there are 3 ways to make children dicipline like pulling affection, power confirmation and induction. The parent’s way to make chilren dicipline with pulling affection and power confirmation is the authoritatrian parenting of dicipline. Both of it make children with high level of dicipline but make anxiety and enemity in high level. Rahmawati [25] said that authoritatrian parenting style is better implicated with early childhood for make their behavior and self concept. The attitude is showing with the parent must to obidient by children and violation to norm have doubts, so with the limitation authoritatrian parenting for parents will be control and agree with early childhood because their cognitive ability is limited, then when children’s think start to grow up parent can change authoritatrian parenting style to democratic parenting style.

Discipline behavior who showed by children with permissive parenting style in high and higest level. From 9 children with the permissive parenting background, there are 8 children get high level and 1 children get highest level with averaged score 16-20. The high level of dicipine of the children is contrary to Helmawati’s [26] opinion that the children who are cared by permissive parenting style tend to be less dicipline because of low parental control.

The different for the datas which get in school with the existing theory because several factors among limitedness when observed, instrument of research are less spesific and level of parent’s honesty when fill the questions. Limitedness when observered is researcher just observe children who helped by the teacher. be sides it, instrument of research are less spesific so infuence the data in observed. Parent’s honesty when fill the questions also be limitedness in this research, there are some parents fill the questions with ordinary answer so there are some question is not used by researcher.

Democratic parenting style as the dominan parenting which using by the parents in Dharma Nakti IV Kindergarten. There are 35 parents used this parenting style to educated their children. Dicipline behavior showed by the children with democracy parenting style is different, from the 35 children there are 2 children get standard level, 18 children in high level, and 15 children in higest level. Filisyamala, et all  [27] said that parents with democracy parenting style will develop children’s dicipline with make rulers and always give freedom. Parents also give educated for children to make their dicipline behavior.

Variation level of children behavior with democracy parentingstyle in Dharma Bakti IV Kindergarten because the ruler for chidren in their home is different, and then educated from the parents also different. Hoffman [28]  explained step to make dicipline in children in induction metodh, parents take rational and give them explaining about what the consequence from their behavior to other. This dicipline type more democracy for children. This way make children to take cognitive reason by their parent in make diciplin behavior. The reslut of the research by Brody & Scafer showed that induction metodh relatonship with children moral deleopment, but this metodh is more succesfull in elemnetary students than early childhood.

Based on research result in Dharma Bakti IV Kindergrten founded that parenting style is not an absolute factor that affects the dicipline behaviorof children. There are severel factors can affect the dicipline behavior of chidren in school expect parenting, such as psychological state of the children, teacher’s ability to condition the child, reward/ punishment given, and environment factors such as encourage from friends and and habituation in home. This is agreement with Daryanto & Sudarmi Darmiatun’s [11] opinion is expect parenting style there are several factors can affect the dicipline behavior of children, such as understanding of her/himself, motivation, and children social relation.
V. conclusions

Based on the results of research and discussion,ot can be concluded that the behavioral  discipline shown by children with authoritarian parenting style backgrounds is very high, disciplinary behavior shown by children with permissive parenting style backgrounds tends to be high and children whoraised by democratic parenting style showa the behavior discipline that tends to be high.
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
