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Abstrack

This study aims to determine the participation of Tourism Awareness Groups in the development of Kebon Cave in Krembangan, Panjatan, Kulon Progo, the form of participation of tourism conscious groups and supporting and inhibiting factors that affect the development of Kebon Cave. This research is a descriptive study with a qualitative approach using interviews, observation, and documentation. The results of this study indicate that the participation of conscious groups in the tourism of Taman Tirta Wiyata in the development of Kebon Cave tourism is still lacking. From the results of the study, the results of this study show that: (1) The participation of tourism conscious groups in tourism development in Kebon Cave has not run optimally. (2) there is a form of participation carried out in the development of Kebon Cave tourism namely (a) participation of ideas / ideas, (b) Participation of ideas, (c) labor participation, (d) property participation, (e) skills participation, and (f ) social participation. (3) Supporting factors for community participation include: the support of the Office of Tourism, the Office of Culture, the Office of Education, the Office of Transportation and Power of Annisa. The inhibiting factors for community participation in the development of Kebon Cave tourism include: (a) education level, (b) type of work, and (c) level of community knowledge

INTRODUCTION

 In Indonesia there are many types of attractions that include natural attractions, recreational attractions, and cultural attractions. There are several factors that support a location that can be used as a tourist attraction, including the place has a tourist attraction, has natural beauty, unique culture, historical relics from the past, and has a friendly society. If a location / place has these factors, then that location can be used as a tourist spot

One of the tourism destinations or tourist attraction locations in the area of ​​Krembangan, Panjatan, Kulon Progo is the Kebon Cave tour. Kebon Cave Tourism is a cave located in Hamlet VII, Krembangan Village, Panjatan District, Kulon Progo Regency. In 2015, Kebon Cave was established as an Educational Tour by the Kulon Progo government. Since then development in Kebon Cave has become more rapid. Cave, which used to be in a garden and has a horror nuance, is now designed to be an educative cave. This can happen because of the support and participation of the people around Kebon Cave in developing Kebon Cave tourism. Community participation is needed in the development and construction of a village. Moreover, Kebon Cave tourism is not only tourism as a tourist village that offers in terms of culture and nature, but this tour is also designated as educational tourism.
As stated by Sujarwo (2018) that: Study tour is a learning activity arranged in the form of sight-seeing to improve the knowledge, behavior and experience of the participants. It can also be interpreted as a travel activity by a group of people to learn something like location, culture, and tradition

Study tours can help students to improve their knowledge, behavior, and behavior. This is in accordance with the concept of educational tourism or educational tourism. Educational tourism always offers educational values ​​for tourists. Both for programs offered that have educational value as well as environments that have educational value. But unfortunately the initial observations made by researchers showed that educational values ​​have not yet appeared. It's still just a natural tourism offer in Kebon Cave.

One type of educational tourism commonly used by schools is in the form of outing class or study tour program. The study tour program is a program of developing education outside of school (non formal education) through outing class learning that can provide easy access to children to be able to learn significantly for early childhood (PAUD), elementary school (SD), junior high school (SMP) ) and senior high school (SMA) and the community is a breakthrough manager in developing a model of learning outside of school. Non-school learning can also be developed into formal education through study tours. (Sujarwo, 2017: 99)

In realizing the creation of a Tourism Village that has educational value, it cannot be done personally, but in the development of a Tourism Village that offers educational value this requires the support of the community. Community participation and involvement in tourism development has a very important role in the process of tourism development

One forum for the community to advance the Tourism Village is the formation of the Pokdarwis organization. Pokdarwis or Tourism Awareness Group is an association of people who care about tourism development in the region. According to the Pokdarwis Guidelines issued by the Tourism Office the purpose of creating a Pokdarwis organization is to develop community groups can play a role as a motivator, mobilizer and communicator in an effort to increase the readiness and concern of the community.

Based on the results of preliminary observations the researchers found less active participation given by the public group of Wista Taman Tirta Wiyata in the development of Kebon Cave tourism. Some of them choose to look for certain jobs so that the age of junior high school graduates tends to migrate to the city and look for work there. Of course this has become one of the obstacles for tourism-aware groups in developing Kebon Cave. This also shows that the limitations of tourism awareness groups in the development of tourism exist in the limited human resources both in terms of personal and time allotted for tourism development.

The existence of these limitations demands to increase human resources in Pokdarwis organizations, of course, it requires a comprehensive assistance so that the development of human resources in Pokdarwis organizations requires guidance both internally and externally. Funding that is owned by tourism-aware groups is still very minimal so that in moving towards tourism development it is still difficult to realize. Currently in the development of Kebon Cave Tourism is held by the Tourism Awareness Group (POKDARWIS) Tirta Wiyata Hamlet VII Krembangan. numbered 36 people, 14 people were female and 22 of them were male. The age of Pokdarwis is very diverse they have also worked as farmers, laborers, teachers, students and some people who are still unemployed.

Based on the results of interviews in Kebon Cave to Guidance Pokdarwis stated that Kebon Cave already has a decree as a tourist village, the desire for the development of a tourist village is very large, but the participation of the community has not been fully maximized. This is because not every individual who joins the Tourism Awareness Group has an awareness of developing Kebon Cave tourism, especially the development of Kebon Cave tourism as an Educational tour.

Sources of funding come from self-help members through routine contributions, Pokdarwis assets obtained from tourism revenues, the Regency and Provincial Tourism Offices in the form of guidance, non-binding donors. With the funding source, it certainly is not enough for the development of tourism, especially educational tourism. So that development is hampered.

METHOD

This research was conducted in the tourist resort of Kebon Cave which is located in hamlet VII Krembangan, Panjatan District, Kulon Progo Regency. The time of the study was conducted in December 2018 to March 2019. The determination of the time for 3 months is expected to be sufficient to understand the meaning, describe the problem, and find the data until it is saturated.

Data sources or informants can be people, documentation (archives), or in the form of activities. The selection of subjects in this study uses a purposive technique by determining the source of data by selecting people to be interviewed using certain considerations (Sugiyono, 2013: 300). The technique used in this research is purposive sample because this research requires certain criteria to obtain data. While the object of this research is community participation in the management of Kebon Cave in Krembangan VII Hamlet, Panjatan District, Kulon Progo Regency.

Data collection is done naturally and naturally means in natural conditions, primary data sources, and more data collection techniques on observation and interview. To obtain data in this study the data collection methods and instruments used include observation, interviews and documentation.

RESULT AND DISCUSSION
a. Pokdarwis Participation Tourism Development in Kebon Cave
The results showed that the tourism awareness group since the establishment of Kebon Cave as an educational tour, the establishment of tourism awareness group that has the function to develop Kebon Cave. Tourism-aware groups are formed based on the wishes of the community which are supported by stakeholders, so that these groups can be formed quickly. With these groups formed based on personal desires ideally will make people more enthusiastic in participating to manage Kebon Cave
Based on historical research the formation of Pokdarwis is the existence of a natural cave in the village and several times there are visiting who came only to enjoy the natural beauty in Cave until finally used for filming my trip my advanture so that Kebon Cave became more famous and more visitors came so that the desire of the people to emerge to manage Kebon Cave as a tourist spot, besides that the support of the local government and the District Head were very supportive. On the basis of this, a tourism awareness group was created which was named Taman Tirta Wiyata because this Kebon Cave tour was used as one of the educational tours because the Head of the District in addition to wanting a tour in Krembangan, the Head of the District also wanted to be different from other tours so that the Kebon Cave be an educational tourism, while the name Taman Tirta Wiyata is taken from that name, because Taman means park, tirta means water and wiyata means education. Water illustrates because in Cave most of the water while wiyata as a form that Pokdarwis as a manager of educational tourism.

With the desire of the people who want to form groups privately, meaning that the button up is not top down, this ideally should make the community more enthusiastic to develop Kebon Cave, so the researchers also examined how Pokdarwis activeness in managing the Kebon Cave to see how Pokdarwis participation in the development of Kebon Cave . Based on the results of research, Pokdarwis activeness in the management of Kebon Cave is not all active, this is because not all people have the awareness of the importance of increasing the development of Kebon Cave, even though the purpose of managing Kebon Cave will help to improve the community's economy.

Pokdarwis participation in the development of Kebon Cave can be seen from its physical activities, the researchers examined the physical activities undertaken by Pokdarwis in developing Kebon Cave, physical activities including community service activities, participating in gatherings held every month, providing motivation, and maintaining parking so that funds the parking obtained is used for construction income and cleaning funds. This activity has been running for a long time, but still only a few percent are actively participating in this activity, therefore the mental / mind and emotional readiness of the community is still lacking when it comes to participation and activeness in developing Kebon Cave.

participation is an increase in the ability (empowerment) of everyone involved both directly and indirectly in every government policy program through involving the community in decision making and subsequent activities and for the longer term. Then the participation is inseparable from the empowerment program, based on the results of the research there are already existing empowerments during the development of Kebon Cave, among them are empowerment for mothers who are members of Pokdarwis through the Daya Annisa Gunung Kidul community that teaches mothers (Srikandi) to make various souvenirs from nature such as marijuana chips, bitter melon chips, eggplant chips, bongol chips, caramel cassava, princess cakes and bronis from cassava.

This empowerment activity will help to increase community knowledge in all aspects depending on what will be empowered, besides empowering mothers (Srikandi) there is another empowerment that is Outbound training, but unfortunately this activity does not have good follow-up so that the results of empowering guiding are not looked. Every empowerment should be able to increase the level of community knowledge, with a higher level of community knowledge that will help make people aware of participation in development and development activities.

The results of the research described above explain the beginning of the formation of Pokdarwis which was formed on the wishes of the people themselves and supported by the District Head so that the formation of educational tourism, but the active community in the management of Kebon Cave is still very poor, both of which include mental readiness / thoughts and emotions as well as physical involvement, as well as empowerment programs, even though there is an empowerment program in Kebon Cave as an effort to raise awareness about the importance of tourism management, but not all empowerment is successful. So that not all levels of knowledge and awareness of the community to manage Kebon Cave increased.

b. The forms of Pokdarwis participation in the development of Kebon Cave Tourism

The form of participation of tourism-aware groups in developing Kebon Cave can be seen from the activities undertaken by Pokdarwis in developing Kebon Cave, these forms of participation are considered important to be investigated because by knowing the forms of participation will help see to what type of Pokdarwis participation in developing Kebon Cave, basically the type of participation consists of 8 levels in the opinion of Holey, Sherry R. Arnstein, namely manipulation, therapy, informative, consultation, placatian, partnership, delegated power and citizen control. Togu & Exaudi (2014: 103). Knowing the extent of Pokdarwis participation can be an evaluation tool for Pokdarwis in development and inputs so that in the future it will be even better.

This research is focused on Pokdarwis participation, so the selected informants are those who are members of Pokdarwis Taman Tirta Wiyata. As for several programs that have been planned include: 1) An entrance fee levy will be made; 2) The Srikandi group is planned to improve the community's economy by being a caterer and making souvenirs typical of Kebon Cave; 3) Heroine is designed for culinary learning packages; 4) production house for tourists; 5) campsite; 6) Outbound for TK-PAUD levels; 7) The location and wood carving craft 8) Making carvings from teak waste which will be used as souvenirs typical of Kebon Cave; 9) Making a swimming pool; 10) photo spot; 11) Learning batik; 12) efforts to maintain cleanliness, comfort and safety

There are eleven development plans for Kebon Cave, while for the implementation there are currently only a few programs that have been successfully implemented, namely the following activities: 1) Campground, campsite has been used 4 times, namely from SD Budi Mulya Sedayu, SD 4 Wates, SD Prembulan, and Mutiara Insani Galur Elementary School and will also be used in April by several elementary and junior high schools. 2) Outbound, Outbound activities are underway and are under construction and have been followed by KB IT Mutiara Insani Galur; 3) Swimming pool in the making period; 4) The existence of fish therapy to increase educational tourism; 5) The existence of community activities such as community service. Based on the activities that have been carried out and planned it can be

it can be seen what are the forms of participation with the guidelines for the forms of participation according to Keith Davis in Engka in Engka (2015: 18) that there are 5 forms of participation, namely: (1) Participation of ideas; (2) Staff participation; (3) Participation in property; (4) Skills participation; (5) Social Participation

First, participation of ideas means participation given by participants in meetings or meetings. Usually tour conscious groups hold meetings or meetings within a period of once a month, even though these routine activities have stopped because of various factors. 
Second is the participation of workers, meaning participation given by participants in various activities for improvement or development, help for others and so on. Based on the results of research on personnel participation has been done even though only a few people can involve themselves in providing participation in the form of energy. Based on the results of research participation in the form of personnel in the form of 1) participation in community service 2) participation in guarding.

Third is the participation of property, based on the results of research into the participation in the form of property carried out by several people both the participation of property in the form of direct or indirect, in the direct form means that the individual provides funds to himself to build or develop a program that has been planned, Like one of the Pokdarwis groups, they build a camping ground with self-funding, so this participation can be said to be a direct participation in the form of property, meaning that it is directly used and utilized to carry out a program that benefits the community and benefits from development it is given to Pokdarwis and the community. while participation in the form of indirect funds are those who donate funds either in small or large amounts given to tourism-aware groups and trust Pokdarwis to use the donated money for the development and development of Kebon Cave. In addition, participation in the form of property is also carried out by all members of Pokdarwis, because every meeting there is always a voluntary contribution for those who will be put into Pokdarwis cash.

The fourth is participation in skills and skills. Participation in skills and skills provided by people to encourage a variety of forms of business and industry. Based on the results of this participation research has not been carried out thoroughly in the development of Kebon Cave even though it is planned to be implemented.

The fifth social participation is the participation given by people as a sign of communality, of course this participation has been going on, because based on the results of the study there were no cons that occurred during the development of Kebon Cave. It is precisely with the development of this Kebon Cave that makes social relations between communities become tighter, because of the many routine meetings held, there are trainings that involve the community and other activities.

Based on the explanation above, the form of participation according to Keith Davis has been fulfilled, the five forms of participation have been going well, although not all participate actively or actively participate. But at least slowly they have started to build motivations so that people want to participate in the development of Kebon Cave.

In addition to Keith Davis, according to Engka, there are forms or stages of participation, namely (1) merely utilizing services; (2) making a donation; (3) attendance at meetings; (4) consultation; (5) involvement in delivering services; (6) involvement in implementation; (7) participation in all decision making, namely problem identification, feasibility study, implementation, and evaluation. Engka, (2015: 18). If the form of community participation is seen from the opinion of You who is also referred to as the stage of participation, because indeed seen from these forms the longer the form of participation is increasingly in its involvement in development and development. Seeing the form of Pokdarwis participation in the results of the research that is associated with your opinion, it can be explained as follows:

The first is to use services, meaning that with the existence of Kebon Cave, the community only uses existing services, namely utilizing land to sell, while not helping to participate in efforts to further develop Kebon Cave. There are still some people who only come to this form of participation or participation. Therefore Pokdarwis must be more active in motivating and making people aware not only to use existing services to participate but also to be involved in all forms of development and development of Kebon Cave, thus Kebon Cave will develop faster and progress faster. Of course this will also have a positive impact for them including the more visitors that come, then logically the sales will continue to increase and the profit gained will be more than before.

The second form is to make a contribution. Based on the results of participatory research, it is already underway, although only a few people do it, but there still tends to be quite a lot in giving ideas so that many constructive inputs are received by Pokdarwis in developing Kebon Cave.

The third form of participation is attendance at meetings. Based on the results of the study, the majority of participation in this attendance were present at the meeting, only not all were willing to be active in providing ideas or ideas.

The fourth form of participation is a means of consultation. Based on the results of research conducted by researchers, this form of participation has not been so apparent, there are still only one or two people who carry out the consultation function. Basically this function is very useful because it can be more intense in sharing about programs for development and so on. This proves that Pokdarwis is not yet fully included in this consultation stage, if all Pokdarwis have entered this stage it will facilitate the development process.

The fifth is involvement in delivering services, Based on the results of research conducted by researchers involvement in delivering this service has been running. At this stage, Pokdarwis plays a role in providing information to visitors about things that are known about Pokdarwis, usually this is directly related to marketing service delivery, which is also done through the offical Pokdarwis instagram that is @Cavekebon_offical. The account is a promotional medium used by Pokdarwis.

The sixth is the involvement in the implementation means that Pokdarwis is directly involved in the activities intensely and can implement what has been agreed upon. At this form or stage Pokdarwis has been able to implement and understand the functions that have been stated and agreed upon together. Thus if Pokdarwis has reached this stage it will be easier in the process of developing Kebon Cave, especially the development of Kebon Cave as an educational tourism.

The seven forms of Pokdarwis participation are participation in all stages of decision making both in problem identification, feasibility studies, implementation, and evaluation. Based on the results of research conducted by researchers, Pokdarwis still rarely participate in this participation. Because not all of them have followed the stages of activities ranging from identification, feasibility study, implementation and evaluation at the same time, usually those who do this already have stakeholders or stakeholders in the management

Based on the discussion that has been explained above, it can be concluded that if you look at the forms of participation according to Keith Davis regarding the 5 forms of participation, the participation made by Pokdarwis in Kebon Cave has fulfilled, but if the form of participation according to Engka regarding 7 forms or stages of participation, Pokdarwis does not fully meet the requirements these terms

c. Supporting and Inhibiting Factors of Kebon Cave Tourism Development

In the concept of participation there are factors that influence participation, factors that influence participation can be either a supporting factor or an obstacle to participation. For this reason, to determine the factors supporting or inhibiting participation, it is necessary to know what are the factors that influence participation. According to Plumer in Yulianti, (2012: 10) which includes 1) knowledge and expertise. The basis of the knowledge possessed will affect the entire environment of the community. This makes the community understand or not the stages and forms of participation. 2) Community work, usually people with a certain level of work will be able to spend more or not even the slightest time to participate in a particular project. Often the fundamental reason for society is that there is a conflict between commitment to work and the desire to participate. 3) Level of education and illiteracy. This factor is very influential for the desire and ability of the community to participate and to understand and carry out the level and form of participation that exists; 4) Gender, it is well known that some people still consider this factor which can influence the desires and ability of the community to participate in concurrent that men and women will have different perceptions and views on an issue; 5) Belief in certain cultures. Communities with a high level of heterogeneity, especially from all religions and cultures, will determine the participation strategy used and the methodology used. Often the beliefs held can conflict with existing concepts.

These factors can be used as a benchmark to see how the inhibiting factors and factors supporting Pokdarwis participation in the development of Kebon Cave. When discussing supporting factors, based on the results of research many institutions and individuals who support the development of Kebon Cave such as the tourism office that provides support by providing guiding training and Forkom Pokdarwis activities throughout Kulon Progo.

Another form of support is from the transportation agency, the transportation agency contributes in the form of road markings that say "Kebon Cave" so that it will make it easier for tourists to find Kebon Cave, in addition the transportation agency also provides assistance or donations of street lighting so that the streets around Cave become brighter . In addition to the transportation department, there is another support given, namely support from the education office. Basically the education office helps to promote Kebon Cave tourism as an educational tour, and some activities related to outdoor activities are more directed to Kebon Cave. So that, visitors to Kebon Cave become more crowded, especially school children who come from kindergarten and early childhood. Not only that, some training from the department was also directed to use Kebon Cave in its official training.

The Culture Office has become one of the supporters for the development of Kebon Cave, although the support of the Culture Office is more to make Kebon Cave a place for arts and cultural performances both for dancing, jathilan and gamelan performances, with the expectation that in addition to "taking care of kebudayan "Can also be a means of promoting tourism Kebon Cave. Meanwhile, in addition to the Department to government services

there are several institutions that provide support in the form of training, namely the Daya Annisa Gunung Kidul community, this community provides expert contributions to teach them to make food that can later be used as souvenirs in Kebon Cave.

Every management, both in government and organization, in addition to support there are also obstacles in development, as explained above, there are several factors that affect participation, namely knowledge, employment, education, gender, and belief in certain cultures. Based on the results of research conducted by researchers, factors that inhibit participation in the Taman Tirta Wiyata Pokdarwis are more at the level of knowledge, work, and education, as for the explanation as follows:

The level of knowledge of each community is different, especially knowledge in developing Kebon Cave as educational tourism, based on research results the level of community knowledge in the management of educational tourism is still lacking, only a few people have the awareness and willingness to participate in knowledge and contribute ideas ideas or ideas related to the development of Kebon Cave. Although basically when doing a gathering some people have proposed their opinions. But for the follow-up of these opinions can not run optimally. So that the level of knowledge that has not been evenly distributed and maximally becomes one of the obstacles for the community to participate.

This type of work usually affects the level of a person's participation in a performance or project. Based on the results of research conducted by researchers, most of them still have permanent work so that they cannot focus on developing Kebon Cave, this causes the development of Kebon Cave to be long and slow in its development. For them, they still have dependents of their children and wives to be supported so they want to focus more on their main work. So that their participation in Kebon Cave is very minimal.

Education level is one of the factors that influence the level of participation, based on the results of research those who want to actively participate are those who have fulfilled the high school level and above, while those who only educated at the junior and elementary levels have not been able to actively participate in the development of Kebon Cave. This is due to those who graduate at this level of education migrating more.

Based on the discussion above, it can be concluded that the relation in the participation of Kebon Cave there are supporting factors and inhibiting factors of Pokdarwis participation in the development of Kebon Cave while the supporting factors are more on external factors because many institutions provide support in the form of funds, motivation, training and so forth The related institutions include the Department of Education, the Department of Culture, Department of Tourism, the Department of Transportation, the Village Government and the community of Daya Annisa Gunung Kidul. While the factors inhibiting participation include the level of education, type of work and level of knowledge

CONCLUSION

Tirta Wiyata Park Tourism Awareness Group participation is still lacking. Existing forms of participation include (1) participation of ideas / ideas, (2) participation of ideas, (3) participation of personnel, (4) participation of property, (5) participation of skills, (6) social participation.

Supporting factors for participation include the Office of Tourism in the form of Pokdarwis guidance, the Office of Culture in the form of procuring cultural arts activities, the transportation department in the form of donations of travel signs and street lighting, and the Office of Education in the form of tourism promotion, and the Daya Annisa community in the form of empowering mothers -ibu to make souvenirs typical of Kebon Cave which includes bitter melon chips, kenikir chips, tempeh chips, eggplant chips, eggplant chips, crickets and brownies.

The inhibiting factors of tourism awareness groups in developing Kebon Cave include different levels of community knowledge, especially knowledge in developing Kebon Cave. The type of community work that makes the community unable to participate. The level of education can be a limiting factor, those who only go to junior high school mostly migrate so that they cannot participate in the development of Kebon Cave. Dismantling the community at the junior high level exits, reducing the number of young people in Kebon Cave has hampered development
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
