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Abstract
Facilities and infrastructure are important for the development of schools. One of the causes of schools is said to be favorite or superior if adequate facilities and infrastructure. In connection with this, government regulation (known as PP) No. 19 of 2005 explicitly states that: Every education unit must have facilities which include furniture, educational equipment, educational media, books, and learning axes and other equipment that supports learning. Furthermore it is said that schools are required to have infrastructure which includes: classrooms, teachers, business administration, leaders, libraries, laboratories, learning workshops, canteens, sports venues, warehouses, and toilets.

The method answered in this research is descriptive method, and the data collection tools are interviews, observations, and study documentations.

The results of research conducted at Islamic Senior High School (known as MAN) Kubu Raya after being analyzed by comparing the indicators of success with the fact that it turns out that the facilities and infrastructure available at the school almost all have met the standards required in PP No. 19 of 2005. Naturally, the school received the "A" Accreditation. Because the land area is large enough, it is recommended that schools can still develop infrastructure such as halls, adequate school canteens and build multipurpose buildings for learning process activities and others.
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I.  PREFACE
Education provides a very large contribution to the progress of a nation. And is a vehicle in translating the messages of the constitution and the means in building the character of a nation of character. Intelligent society will provide intelligent life as well and progressively will require independence.

Madrasah Aliyah Negeri or Islamic Senior High School (MAN) Kubu Raya is one of the platforms to create an intelligent and independent nation. For this reason, development is needed in all fields. To improve the quality of education, madrasa development should refer to the National Education Standards (SNP). These standards include: content standards, graduation competency standards, process standards, education staff standards, facilities and infrastructure standards, financing standards, management standards, and assessment standards that must be planned and periodically increased (Law on National Education System No.20 2003).

Based on the observations of researchers as assessors in high school / vocational school and madrasas in 2016, most of the schools, for the standard of facilities and infrastructure are less supportive, so that it affects the learning activities in schools. The phenomenon of researchers found among them are: (1) unstandardized classrooms; (2) the principal's office is integrated with the teacher's office; (3) teacher's room, administration (TU) staff, and the principal’s room become one room; (4) laboratory space (physics, chemistry, biology, computers) becomes one room; (5) the library room is integrated with the guidance and counseling (BK) room; (6) the number of toilets is not balanced with the number of students; (7) the unavailability of clean water; (8) school buildings are poorly organized; (9) The mosque or worship hall is inadequate; and (10) The existence of parallel schools (junior and senior high schools).

Based on this phenomenon, the researcher wants to evaluate the MAN Kubu Raya program and is interested in the procurement of facilities and infrastructure that refers to the National Education Standards. The program evaluation model used is the "Goal Oriented Evaluation Model" which is the object of observation of this model is the goal of the program that was implemented long before the program starts. Evaluations are carried out on an ongoing basis, continuously checking how far these objectives have been carried out.

Facilities and infrastructure are important for school development. One that causes schools to become favorites or excel if adequate facilities and infrastructure. In connection with this Government Regulation No.19 of 2005 expressly states that: (1) Every education unit must have facilities which include furniture, educational equipment, educational media, books and learning resources, consumables, and other equipment needed to support the process regular and continuous learning; and (2) Each education unit must have infrastructure which includes administrative space, library room, laboratory room, workshop space, production unit room, canteen room, power and service installation, place of exercise, place of worship, place of play, place of creation and other space needed to support an orderly and continuous learning process

Based on this background, the main problems in the research are: How the implementation of the MAN Kubu Raya Development Program in terms of facilities and infrastructure standards, then sub-problems are formulated as follows: (1) How is the availability of facilities and infrastructure that supports the MAN Kubu Raya development program ?; (2) What are the obstacles encountered in the framework of implementing the MAN development program related to facilities and infrastructure ?; (3) What are the school's efforts to overcome these obstacles?

In general, this study aims to obtain descriptive information about the implementation of the MAN Kubu Raya development program in terms of facilities and infrastructure. Furthermore, the specific objectives are: (1) Describe the availability of facilities and infrastructure to support the MAN Kubu Raya development program. (2) Describe the obstacles encountered in implementing the MAN Kubu Raya development program in terms of the standards of advice and infrastructure. (3) Describe the efforts made in overcoming problems in implementing the MAN Kubu Raya development program in terms of facilities and infrastructure standards.

II. research methods
This research uses a descriptive method. Data collection techniques used was interviews and direct observation with data collection tools are observation guidelines and relevant documents.

The research instruments used were interview guidelines, data observations, and documents relating to facilities and infrastructure. This research was conducted at MAN Kubu Raya. Data sources are the principal, school committee, teachers, and administrative staff.

The target to be achieved is how the availability of facilities and infrastructure in MAN Kubu Raya.
III. DISCUSSION
The land area of ​​MAN Kubu Raya is 8,798 m2. Schools have the opportunity to build and develop facilities and infrastructure that support learning to improve the quality of education. The location of MAN is very strategic because it is on the edge of the main road of Rasau Jaya Village. This will make it easier for schools to access the equipment needed for further development.

       The safety and comfort of the school for development meets the requirements. Because the school already has a land certificate. The school already has a fence bordering the highway, residential areas, even though the back of the school has not been given a fence, because it borders the Rasau Jaya river.

       This school in a residential neighborhood has a positive value, because schools can work together to maintain safety and cleanliness, so that a clean and beautiful environment will be created. One obstacle that was found in the dry season, many residents from other villages burned the land and caused haze.
Behind the school flows the Rasau Jaya river. This is a distinct advantage for schools, especially for accommodating and utilizing clean water, even though the school does not yet have adequate clean water, but with rainfall and river water it will be able to cope with the availability of clean water needed for ablution and cleaning classes and other buildings. Mulyasa (2002:50) says that with good facilities and infrastructure it is expected to create a clean, neat, and beautiful school so as to create favorable conditions both for teachers and for students to be in school.

       MAN Kubu Raya has a two-floors school building that has: a principal's room, 13 classrooms, a library room, a laboratory room, a computer room, a language room, a teacher / staff room, a mosque, a guidance and counseling room, a health room, an student council room, 9 student toilets, a teacher's toilet, a principal's toilet, a warehouse, a security post, 2 volleyball courts, a school canteen, and a stage area. The ability of electric power in schools is 15,000 watts.

Based on the observations of researchers, there is still a large area of ​​land available for school development, so that the laboratory space should not be used for teaching and learning activities anymore and students can do practical work in a separate room with standard equipment.

The teacher room should be separate from the staff / administration room, so that the teacher room has its own guest chair, discussion room (MGMP) and each teacher has a separate table, chair, and cupboard / shelves to store the teacher's needs and support the teaching and learning process.

The staff / administration room still needs to be developed so that it has its own space in accordance with their individual needs, such as having an academic room, office space, treasurer room, doubling room, archive room and each room is available for their respective equipment.

Mosque or place of worship is good and quite large, but the place of ablution is inadequate, there should be a reservoir of clean water in anticipation of the dry season because the mosque is close to residential areas, then it is better to be used together with residents even though the school is in a state of school holidays, and it is necessary cleanliness and safety. Guidance and counseling rooms and health rooms are available, but there are no special officers to guard. So that the room cannot be used optimally. For equipment contained in the space has not been fulfilled to the maximum.

The Student Council room is available, but the equipment is not optimal. The need for toilets must be added because for the ratio of 1 toilet for men to the number of 40 people, while for the ratio of 1 toilet for women to the number of 30 people. For the purposes of storing goods both goods for learning equipment / props need special space, so that if needed it can easily be found. While the existing warehouse is needed to store tools and its location under the stairs. As for the library space, there is quite a large area, only special officers have not yet arrived, so the library is not used effectively.

Circulation room is a connecting place between several spaces, play activities, and a place for students' social interaction at rest. In this school there is no circulation room that connects the main building (between the principal, class, and laboratory room, health room, guidance and counseling room, canteen, and mosque). The gym only has 2 volleyball fields, so the researchers suggest that the school can develop a futsal field, so that the field can be used for sports by students or the community.

In general the facilities and infrastructure that exist in MAN Kubu Raya already meet the standards. But still need to be developed including: parking spaces for teachers and students, school canteens, classrooms need to be added, staff / teacher rooms must be added, also teacher rooms, teacher's kitchen rooms, multipurpose rooms, workshop rooms, and green areas around the school .

According to Permendiknas No. 24 of 2007 concerning the Standards for Facilities and Infrastructure, in general the procurement of educational facilities and infrastructure goes through the following procedures: 1) analyzing the needs of facilities and infrastructure and their functions, 2) classifying the required facilities and infrastructure, 3) preparing proposals for procurement of facilities and infrastructure. School proposals are addressed to the government through relevant agencies and proposals from private schools are addressed to foundations, 4) receive reviews from the intended party to assess the eligibility of schools to obtain facilities and infrastructure, 5) after review and visit the school will receive a shipment of proposed facilities and infrastructure.

       There are several ways you can do for the procurement of educational facilities and infrastructure, as follows:

Based on Figure 1 it can be explained that the activities of procuring educational facilities and infrastructure include: (1) purchasing by way of the school giving up a sum of money to the seller to obtain the facilities and infrastructure in accordance with the agreement of both parties; (2) teachers, students, or staff make their own facilities and infrastructure needed; (3) voluntary giving from other parties; (4) leasing by temporarily utilizing the property of another party; (5) borrowing; (6) recycling of used goods; (7) exchange of goods with other parties; and (8) reconditioning or rehabilitation of damaged goods.

       The researcher reminded about the importance of maintaining the existing facilities and infrastructure. The Ministry of Education and Culture (1999: 105) explains that "maintenance is an action taken to keep equipment in a state ready for use or repair equipment until conditions can work"

       Maintenance of educational facilities and infrastructure in schools is carried out to keep the equipment needed by school personnel in good condition. This condition is very helpful for the smooth learning process implemented in schools. Users of facilities and infrastructure should also take responsibility for their maintenance.

       Bafadal (2008: 49) says that there are several types of maintenance of educational equipment in schools. There are four types of maintenance, namely (1) maintenance that is checking, (2) maintenance that is preventive, (3) maintenance that is repair, and (4) heavy repairs. Judging from the time of repair, there are two types of maintenance, namely (1) daily maintenance, and (2) periodic maintenance.

      Maintenance is very important so that facilities and infrastructure owned by schools are not easily damaged. Maintenance can be said as a check so that the existing facilities and infrastructure can be more durable because basically every item will eventually be damaged.

IV. CONCLUTION
The conclusion can be described as follows:
1. The availability of infrastructure contained in MAN Kubu Raya has almost all met the standards required in national education standards which include: land area, already has land certificates, a safe, convenient location, and avoiding pollution disturbances.

2. Availability of covered buildings: the floor area meets the minimum ratio of students, the building consists of concrete and metal-roofed buildings and anti-lightning equipment. The condition of the school meets the health element because there is adequate water disposal. The school has adequate ventilation and adequate lighting. The school already has a building permit, and the school has a large enough electrical power of 15,000 watts.
3. The completeness of the facilities owned by the school almost all meet the standards such as: classrooms, library rooms, science laboratory rooms, leadership rooms, teacher / staff rooms together, prayer rooms, counseling rooms, health rooms, student organization rooms (OSIS), toilets, warehouse, and a place to play / play sports.
4. Obstacles encountered in the development of MAN Kubu Raya are the source of the budget only through the DIPA budget which is relatively limited in number, most of the teachers are honorarium teachers, and there is a pension committee fund of Rp. 50,000

5. Efforts to overcome these obstacles, schools must be patient waiting for DIPA funds and add the committee's budget.
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
